Derivado de la orden ejecutiva firmada por el presidente de Estados Unidos el 20de enero del 2025,
enla cual se determina poneruna pausade 90dias a la ayuda externa hacia otros paises, entre otras
acciones, hacemos una revision de los montos, tematicas y nimero de organizaciones apoyadas,
con la intencién de dimensionarla afectacidon que estd teniendo el cierre de apoyo.

Resumen

e Engeneral, se puede observar que elapoyo dado durante 2024 a México por parte de EUA,
ha sido el menor en los ultimos tres afios, considerando la totalidad de los montos
otorgados por las dependencias gubernamentales.

e El apoyoenlos ultimos tres afios proveniente de dependencias de EUA a México havariado
con una tendenciaa la baja del -18% en promedio.

e USAID, pasé de otorgar $107,181,567 en 2022 a $143,825,182 en 2023, lo que representd
un aumento del 34%. Sin embargo, para 2024 otorgé $136,099,661 (caida del 5% respecto
a 2023).

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Introduccién

Luego de analizar la informacién y los datos reportados en foreignassistance.gov, se presentan los
recursos que otorgan las diferentes dependencias gubernamentalesde Estados Unidos enfocadasa
la ayudaexterior.

La informacién de estos montos esta clasificada en dos tipos de transacciones: los desembolsos o
pagosy las obligaciones.

De acuerdo con elsitio de Foreign Assitance, los desembolsos son las cantidades pagadas por los
organismos federales, en efectivo o en equivalente de efectivo, durante el ejercicio fiscal, para
liquidar las obligaciones del gobierno. Por su parte, las obligaciones son acuerdos vinculantes que
daran lugar a desembolsos, inmediatamente o en el futuro. Los recursos presupuestarios deben
estar disponibles antes de que las obligaciones puedan contraerse legalmente.

Entendiendo la diferencia, en este analisis revisaremos la suma de los desembolsos y de las
obligaciones.

1. Informacidn general sobre los recursos otorgados a México

El apoyo brindado a México en 2024 ha sido el mas bajo de los ultimos tres afios. Exceptuando
Seguridad Nacional, todas las dependencias registraron una notable reduccién porcentual entre
2023 y 2024. Aunque la disminucién fue menos pronunciada en los casos de USAID, el
Departamento de Energia y la Agencia para el Desarrollo y el Comercio, también mostraron una
caida.

En el Ultimo afio, el apoyo exterior estadounidense para México fue de $230,665,085 ddlares; un
51% menos de lo que otorgaron en 2023 (S474,534,559 ddlares).

Entre 2022 y 2024, el apoyo otorgado por USAID ascendié a $387,106,410 ddlares, mientras que el
de Inter-American Foundation fue de $13,062,0009.

2. Informacién general sobre montos y actores receptores de recursos
Los recursos se otorgan a diversos actores como son: empresas, gobierno, universidades e
instituciones de investigacion, multilaterales, iglesias e instituciones religiosas, redesy a OSC. En
conjunto estas entidades recibieron $230,665,085 ddlaresen 2024.

Las OSC son el segundo actor que mas apoyo recibié durante los Ultimos tres afios. En 2022,
concentré el 25% del total de los recursos destinados al apoyo exterior para México, durante 2023
alcanzé el 22% y para 2024 ascendié al 32%.

Las empresas ocupan el primer lugar como el actor que mds apoyos recibe, con un promedio del

16% mas de lo que recibenlas OSCen estos 3 afios. El tercer lugar lo ocupan el gobierno.

4. Areas tematicas que recibieron recursos

En los ultimos tres afos, las causas que recibieron mayor financiamiento fueron el desarrollo
econdmicol, la democracia, los derechos humanos y la gobernanza, seguidas por paz y seguridad
en tercer lugar. En contraste, la educacién, los servicios sociales y el medio ambiente fueron las
areas con menorapoyo. Cabe mencionar que la salud no recibié apoyo alguno.

4.1. OSC apoyadas por areas tematicas
Como se menciond al inicio del apartado, en los ultimos tres afios, las dos principales causas con

mayor financiamiento han sido el desarrollo econdmico, la democracia, los derechos humanosy la
gobernanza. Esto guardarelacién con la cantidad de OSC beneficiadas, ya que concentran el 60% de
las 390 apoyadas.

Paradédjicamente, el medio ambiente fue la tercera categoria con mayor nimero de OSC
beneficiadas; sin embargo, en términos de financiamiento, ocupé el sexto lugar, con poco mas de
2.5 millones de ddlares. Esto equivale a un promedio de apenas $33,225 por organizacion,
reflejando unadistribucién limitada de recursos en comparacion con otras areas.
